Bedford Fenwick and Miss Beatrice Cutler also 

met the train to welcome the international corps 

sent on the request of Dr. Marcelle, of Brussels. 

Miss Thurstan having gone to Petrograd from 

Copenhagen, Sister Haswell, of the R.N.S.. was 

in charge of the whole party, and brought them 

all well and happy in triumph to London and 

this ended a very historic journey from the seat of 

war to be long remembered by those who took 

part in it. On Sunday the contingent of nurses 

were kindly invited to tea at the Charterhouse 

Hotel, and having on Monday reported themselves 

at St. John's Gate, have scattered to various 

districts, many eager for further active duty.
