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… The confusion and the terrific bombardment made the relief very difficult and it was not until 11pm that the positions held by the 3rd Worcs were taken over (d)  The survivors of the battalion reassembled near ‘Hell fire Corner’ and marched back down the Menin Road through Ypres to Vlamertingle: “men very exhausted” records the laconic Battalion Diary.

note:(d) 3 Officers and 30 men killed, eleven officers (incl. Lieut L Walker and Lieut W Walker & 250 NCOs and men wounded. 24 reported missing, but “the missing men were undoubtedly killed” says the Battalion diary and were buried during the heavy bombardment by the enemy.
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Engagement - Courtrai  14 - 19 Oct 1918
 - some the 4th Worcs had caught up with the Leinster platoons in front. In a little while the two battalions were intermingled and were blundering forward together. Led by Capt E R Smith and Lieut Lawson Walker, the Worcs platoons fought their way through the ruins of Ledegham and out amongst the hedges and shell holes beyond. The enemy troops, surprised and overwhelmed, surrendered as soon as the bayonets came on them in the fog; and many machine-guns were taken together with several field-guns.
